To qualify for 2010 year-end awards you must showi  n one half of the summer
series shows (formerly qualification required parti cipation in %2 + 1 of the total
summer series shows)

The Class order will flip for each show — meaningt  hat the order below will be
how the classes run at Summer Series #1 and they wi |l go the opposite way
(Ranch Horse first, Open last) at Summer Series #2;  then they will go back to
the order listed below for Summer Series #3, etc.
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2010 Class Rule Updates:
*RANCH HORSE ANY RIDER
Horse cannot have been shown in any class aboveatiehRiorse specifications in any association or have a
first place year-end award in this class. Horses showrstiff bit must be shown with one hand, horses may
be ridden with two hands on the reins in a broken lihh i without shanks or a bosal. All NCHA rules apply
with the exception of no reining penalties are to bewszt Credit will be given to the horse exhibiting the
most cowhorse instinct without the help of his ridRider is to show their horse, not schtd@ir horse.

**Exception, FIRST year showing Ranch Horse class,éaray show in any class in which they are eligible
along with Ranch Horse class.

**To determine eligibility for Ranch Horse class, upon rexjueehorse may be reviewed by a committee
appointed by the Board of Directors.

Guidelines for the Ranch Horse Class

EXAMPLE #1: Horse A has never been shown in cutting before aBdimmer Series show #1 is entered in
the Ranch Horse class and the 500 Limit Rider — Is th&?e

RULING: Yes. Inthe FIRST year of showing, a horse mayshaanyclass in which they are eligible along
with the Ranch Horse class.



EXAMPLE #2: Horse B was shown in the Ranch Horse class lastygalid not receive a first place award,
can the horse be shown in the Ranch Horse clashar8000 Novice Horse class in the current year?

RULING: No. The rule about showing a horse in the Ranch Hdass as well as other classes the horse is
eligible for only applies in the FIRST year of showinbhe horse may be entered into the Ranch Horse class
or the 3000 Novice Horse class, not both.

EXAMPLE #3: Horse C has not been shown in cutting in any associahd at Summer Series show #1 is
entered in the 3000 Novice Horse class — can the horsgdre@ into the Ranch Horse class at Summer
Series show #2?

RULING: No. This horse would be considered to have been shoavnlass above the Ranch Horse
specifications — meaning you can start a horse in a lolass and move up, but you cannot start a horse in a
higher class and move back down.
